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Assembly Instructions

 

 
 
 

1/ Refer to Bolt Pack list (page 3) for all part descriptions.

2/ Lay Fixed Safety Panel (the one with dowels)
     on floor. Either way up is fine.

     THE WHOLE COT WILL BE ASSEMBLED
     ON IT©S SIDE AND STOOD UP AT THE END.

3/ Attach ends using 60mm Silver Bolts.
     Tighten fully with allen key

4/ Now, install the mattress support using three of the four bolts.
     Tighten fully with allen key.
     (Install both bolts on the Silver button side and leave one
     out on the opposite side)

     The fourth bolt will be installed once the Sliding
     Safety Panel has been installed.

     The hole diagram above, indicates which holes to use
     Note: you have higher or lower options.

5/ Install both acrylic sliders with 35mm screw.
     Refer to Hole diagram for correct position.
     Note: the direction the slider should align as illustrated.
               

NOTE: The Silver Button illustrated here
This indicates which way to install the ends.

Tighten the screw sufficiently so that the head 
will finish below surface. This will ensure that the 

acrylic slider will work without catching.
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Insert acrylic slider between red lines

6/ Now install Sliding Safety Panel. There is a Modular Furniture
     sticker that indicates which face is the inside of the cot.
     Make sure you line the acrylic slider
     with the area illustrated and insert into chanel.

     The bolt that was left out of the mattress support
     will allow you to insert the 2nd acrylic slider by 
     pulling the end apart a little.

7/ Once you have installed the sliders into both 
     chanels. Install the final bolt for the mattress support.
     Tighten fully with allen key.

8/ Now to complete the Sliding Safety Panel, 
     insert the 40mm Silver Bolt.  
     Refer to the Hole Diagram on page 2 for which hole.

     The bolt needs the enter the chanel of the latch 
     mechanism. Illustrated between the green lines.

     To achieve this, slide the Safety Panel to within approx
     60mm of the top of the cot. (The length of the allen key
     is 60mm)
     
     Now insert the 40mm Silver bolt slowly making sure it enters 
     the chanel. The bolt can only be screwed fully if it is in the 
     right position. If the bolt stops against the Safety Panel, reverse 
     a little and adjust.

9/ Finally, to install the base.
     
     Insert wooden dowels into base using the holes
     that don©t go through. These do not need glue, 
     they just locate the base the the ends of the cot.

      Now, slide base into position and install the 
      six 50mm Black Bolts.
      Tighten fully with allen key.

      Stand the cot up, insert Silver Caps into unused
      mattress support holes, using 30mm Silver Bolts.

      Assembly is complete.

1/ Refer to Bolt Pack (above) list for all part descriptions.

2/ The Low Safety Rail leaves a gap for the child to climb 
     in and out of the bed. Refer to picture below.

     Choose which end you wish to have this gap, then on
     the opposite end of the Cot, insert both 35mm Silver Cam Bolts.
    
     The Hole Diagram indicates which holes to use highlighted in red.

     Also, on the same end, using the large allen key remove the nut 
     from 40mm Silver Bolt Hole. (Highlighted in blue.)

3/ Now slide the Low Safety Rail onto the two Silver Cam Bolts,
     then tighten using the Small Allen Key.
     
4/ Now, the mattress base has a hole which will line up with Point [b].
     Install the Silver Cap from behind, so that you can screw the 
     40mm Silver Bolt in from the front.

5/ Finally, to cover the hole at Point [a], use the 20mm Silver Bolt and
     the remaining Silver Cap.
